Demographics

The Okanagan Similkameen School District coversSingilkameen Valley and the Southern Okanagan VYalle
including the communities of Hedley, Keremeos, GawsOsoyoos, Oliver and Okanagan Falls. Within the
district boundaries are three First Nations Basoyoos Indian Band and the Upper and Lower Simmi#en
Bands. The district faces the challenge of dedjinémrolment due largely to economic and demographic
changes within the region.
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In 2009/10, the District will be supporting 134&5E elementary students and 1009.5 FTE secondaaeIsts

for a total of 2356 FTE students. This is a dexbi 72 FTE students from the previous school yEae. Board

is pleased to report that the Hedley students feamesl to Cawston Primary School, as a result sif y@ar’s
school closure, have done very well this year. hEgghools, ranging from 100 students to approxiged25
students, provide a full offering of academic aadeer preparation programs. Our Outreach Schgpasts
home learning programs for approximately 53FTE etiisl from Kindergarten to Grade 12, while Okanagan
Similkameen Learning Centre, with three locatiowsrks with approximately 157 FTE students — which
translates into about 500 actual students. Inclunlederall district numbers are 145 students idieatas ESL,
over 300 students of Aboriginal ancestry, and apprately 300 students in special education. Cdader
efforts to improve our student outcomes have alsoudsed on increasing our Student Secondary
Apprenticeship and ACE-IT programs — we are nowirgeenore students participate in these valuable
programs.

It is also importanhote
that only 7.2% of the population have universitgm@®s compared with 17.6% for the province; 12.%%eh
less than a Grade 9 education compared with 6.6%hé&province while 27.7% have Grade 9 to 13 withe
certificate or diploma compared to 17.7% for thevimce. 15% of families with children under 6 are
unemployed in the District compared with 9% for ffirevince. In addition our average housing costgeh
escalated over the past three years with two otommunities, Oliver and Osoyoos with average hquiges
at $360,000. This has been affecting our youngeilies who leave our communities for work and hiogisn
other jurisdictions.

We have takeie od the
significant changes in student Emotional Maturitgnguage and Cognitive Development and Communicatio
Skills and General Knowledge as listed below. 00&, the District embarked on a detailed and byskplan

to implement early learning opportunities. Therye& are proud to say that every one of our eleangnt
schools has either a StrongStart, preschool amyifality day care opportunity. These options hareatly
increased the number of children and families agdngsour schools as part of this ‘hub’ of servicek
addition, we have implemented a professional dgweémt/in-service model for all of our ECE staffitiend
the knowledge base from early learning to kindeeges to best benefit children. We are anticigatimat our
next EDI results will show a decrease in vulneiigbdn the indexes below.

District No. 53 Aboriginal Education Advisory Couh@AEAC) for our school district. This
council monitors the Enhancement Agreement, evesua¢rformance data and Aboriginal
programs and makes recommendations to the distine difficulty we are experiencing is that
the Ministry data we depend on to evaluate our ©@sgjarrives in the fall.

These students bring a wealtbraferns, information, and ideas, as well as
enthusiasm to the dialogue.

Each year the membership of the Council changesrnee degree creating some challenges with
continuity of working relationships, however all mieers are considerate of the others and try
hard to come to consensus on important issuess yHair, two new Band Education
Coordinators, one new parent rep and four new stuggs joined the group. This past year we
have struggled with being better connected to theals and the community, each of which is
distinct. For our review in March, we invited sappworkers, teachers and administrators from
all schools to participate in the evaluation preceshrough that process we have developed an
action plan to address our goals in the 2009/206h0d year.

This may include using our own
students to go into elementary schools to talkn &ao be part of the tutoring and work
experience already occurring.
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Concluding Remarks

An Enhancement Agreement is a dynamic and eveviegptiocument and, as such, many of the
strategies and measures will be revised from yegear. Some of the data, for instance, has been
difficult to garner or may need to be developede©f the tasks of the AEAC this year has been to
review the data we do collect and consider chatgbstter represent our story.

Lastly, as a small district with limited resour@esl significant distances between schools, we will
continue to consider our ways of operation andptiaetices we employ to communicate with our
partners. Challenges we have set for ourselvd®icoming year include:

addressing the links between the goals of the ABA&the schools;

re-establishing our once excellent Okanagan Largpaggrams in all schools;

reaching out to our non-Band Aboriginal communéggd

considering more teacher representation on the AEAC

With these changes, we believe that our prograrideistronger and will better support our students
and families.

1. Preamble

The Okanagan-Similkameen First Nations and SchasihEx No. 53 have historically worked together
for the benefit of all aboriginal students. Schbdtrict 53, the Lower Similkameen Indian Bands th
Osoyoos Indian Band, and the Upper Similkameeram&and, have worked in partnership to develop
this enhancement agreement. As the local Aborigiogernments, these bands have mediated this
agreement on behalf of all Aboriginal people initheaditional territories. This enhancement agneat
will be implemented with the guidance and appr@iahis partnership with the vision and spirit of
improving educational performance of all Aborigitedrners.

We honour the traditions of the Sumlagin and Siigmix people and support their commitment to the
preservation of nsiyilxm and culture, and further, we acknowledge theilmsfn as the principal
language of this territory. This enhancement aged honours the partnership that exists between
School District 53, the Lower Similkameen IndiamBathe Osoyoos Indian Band, and the Upper
Similkameen Indian Band, and recognizes the colecesponsibility for the success of all Aboridina
learners.

2. Establishment of an Aboriginal Education Advisory Guncil

In addition to setting goals to improve the perfanoe of Aboriginal students, the enhancement
agreement establishes the School District No. 5&igmal Education Advisory Council (AEAC). The
AEAC will meet four times each year. The roleloé tAEAC will be to:

The AEAC will honour the present relationships 8whool District has with the Osoyoos Indian Band,
the Lower Similkameen Indian Band and the Upperil8ameen Indian Band.

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8. Goals

Goal #1: To build the Kindergarten readiness skil of all Aboriginal students.

Rationale:

In BC one child out of every 5 is challenged depetentally in the first year of school. What happen
(or does not happen) with children from age O tes Tritical to their developmental readiness for
Kindergarten and their success in literacy andniegrtasks. Our Early Childhood Instrument (EDI)
results indicate that our Aboriginal students aremiost cases entering Kindergarten well prepared to
learn. Our district is a charter member of Comriesifor Kids, the early childhood coalition foreth
South Okanagan Similkameen region. We believe dhgod start in life will pay huge dividends as
they progress through school. As such, we neetbtdinue to encourage parents to be involved in
programs such as Head Start, Ready Set Learn, @sdhwol so that our students continue to enter
Kindergarten with strong readiness skills.

Performance Indicators/Evidence:

The readiness for kindergarten will be measuredguie Early Development Instrument (EDI) for the
Tuc-el-Nuit and Cawston/Hedley areas. Since thd EDdone twice in three years for our district
(sample size ethics), there will be one year outaafh three where the data will not be availaiée
will, therefore, look into using the EDI on a ysablasis with our Aboriginal kindergarten student$e
baseline will use 2005 and 2006 cohort data whighbg available in the Fall of 2006.

READ AND REC’ 2008
RHYME AND REC’ 2008

Context

Summer Read and Rec’ is a program offered in JullyAugust at all elementary schools enrolling
primary grades. The summer of 2008 was our foyetr of running the program. We also offered
a Rhyme and Rec’ program for Kindergarten studantsree schools: Cawston Primary, Okanagan
Falls Elementary and Oliver Elementary. This régammarizes the results and makes
recommendations for the 2009 programs.

Read and Rec’

Read and Rec’ was developed for children who n&td eeinforcement in the skills and strategies
necessary to become independent readers. Attepdee@spate in a variety of literacy activities
including shared reading, guided reading, readiogd literacy centres, interactive writing and a
daily component which includes reading their guideating story to an adult.

The program is an early intervention strategy @naf igreatest benefit to students in grades one to
three. The intent of the program is to suppotiggiting readers or those who had just begun to
consolidate their reading skills and strategieke ®eaching was aimed at those who have had some
instruction in reading, rather than starting frdma very beginning. Sessions were open to students
on a priority basis, with low achieving studentiigethe top priority.

Seventy-seven students participated in the progadfesed. Each program was different in one or
more ways, as we tried to match the program tathgueness of each community.

The program was offered:
- 16 days over 4 consecutive weeks, in the montlsilgfand August
- Focused on students who had completed gradesrl3.2\Where space is possible,
struggling grade 4 students are included.
- In four schools, crafts and recreation were integtavith the reading during the
morning. In the fifth school, there was an aftenmoecreation component.
- All schools had one lead teacher and a supporhézac
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Assessment

Students were assessed using the PM Benchmarkgestdndards, which has 30 levels. Levels 14
— 18 are considered to be the expected readingfoastudents leaving grade one, levels 23 — 24
for grade two, and levels 25 to 27 for grade thriéés important to note however, that the PM
Benchmark assessment is not an equal interval,Sealéhere are not the same numbers of reading
levels for each grade. Also the upper level regtiisks are more complex. Consequently, it is
more difficult for a student to make a five-poiratig from level 20 to 25, than to make a five-point
gain from level 10 to 15.

The female students
average entry level was lower than the that ohtlaées’, with the males making higher increases,
females averaging a gain of 3.4 PMB levels and snaleraging a gain of 4.5 PMB levels.
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Rhyme and Rec’

In the summer of 2008, Rhyme and Rec’ was heldaatston Primary School, Okanagan Falls
Elementary and Oliver Elementary. This progranmtiended for kindergarten students who have
been identified as being at risk on the literacstipa of the District Kindergarten June Assessment.
In conjunction with the Read and Rec’ program, Réyand Rec’ ran for two weeks (4 days per
week) in July for a 3.5 hours daily.

Activities:
The goals of the program are:
- development of receptive and expressive languaifje sk
- development of phonemic awareness skills (apprtgfaa end of Kindergarten)
- development of listening comprehension skills
- appreciation of and opportunity to interact wittoke and stories.

Students listen to stories, “memorize” text througpeated readings, interact with stories through
movement, puppets, art, etc. and “play” with theglaage heard in stories (change words, create
own versions, etc.). Poetry and songs will alsoded to develop language skills.

The phonemic awareness portion of the program &scos rhyming and the oral blending and
segmenting of sounds. Brain Gym activities sucleasning to cross the midline are included in
the program. Instruction in alphabet recognitiad &tter sounds is not a focus of this program.

Identification:
A Planning Group selects students finishing Kindeten who:
- are identified as having low language skills
- have weak phonemic awareness skills (rhyming, lmeadding, and segmenting sounds)
- are still learning to listen to and respond toistr
- are ESL students
- were at-risk in the literacy portion of the June#l@rgarten assessment

Assessment:
The children are pre and post assessed using essassnt tool adapted from the work of
Kame’enui & Simmons (1999) and recommended by DReithaug. This assessment looks at the
concepts of:

- Sound and Word Discrimination

- Rhyming

- One-to-One (Understanding the difference betwegerte words and sentences)

- Oral Blending of Sounds

- Oral Segmenting of Sounds

Results:
We were very pleased with the results. Each ofweaty-five children in the program made
significant gains and were able to do what mosiestts are able to do by the end of Kindergarten.
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There were a total of 25 students, 12 boys andris3 gfwo of the students were ESL.

Students were chosen to attend the program ateliffschools for different reasons. The reason
for selection for one student may have been becgtsemay have been seriously at risk, another
may have been selected to solidify skills, and laostill due to socialization difficulties. Thek
results are that all students showed some growtthtiwe overall outcome being students who are
more ready for grade one.

In the fall, we will be able to re-evaluate thesalsents and see how they did perform in grade one
in 2008/09.

GENERAL REMARKS AND CONCLUSIONS
Read and Rec’

The results from the Summer of 2008 show excetieatall improvement in reading skills for the
cohort involved. The summer Read and Rec’ prograkes it possible for students, struggling in
reading, to acquire the reading strategies thatonitg them close to, or for many, up to the
average skill level of others in the same graderarg school in September, 2008. As teachers will
tell you, many of these kids would not read dutimg summer if not for this program and that, in
itself, makes the program worthwhile.

Other important aspects of the program are theakgains of students and the confidence that they
gain. Some of the children, and in particular,take off and become readers. Past analysis
shows that these students continue to be competadérs.

Read and Rec’ is allowing struggling grade 1, 2 &students to succeed, making it a key
intervention for our district.

The Rhyme and Rec’ Pilot

The Rhyme and Rec’ program provided 25 students @atly intervention at its best and allowed
each of them a better chance of being successtheinfuture learning. Research shows that
students must master the skills that were focuseolyahe end of the first term of Grade 1 if they
are to be successful in their acquisition of regdin
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RECOMMENDATIONS
Read and Rec’

Continue to run the program for students in grddeésand 3. Priority should be given to
students in the Not Meeting and Minimally Meetirands and in grades 1 and 2.

Run the program for a minimum of 15 days (16 dayex & weeks or 15 days over 4 weeks).
Although results show that it is better to havealstis attend for all 4 weeks, even students
who attend for two weeks benefit from time in tliegyam.

Provide a minimum of 3.5 hours of Reading instructivith integrated crafts and recreation
activities. If another agency is used for the eation portion, ensure that the activities
enhance the literacy portion of the day.

A recreational/craft thematic approach works bésake the program fun!

Careful consideration for selecting of studentstesexercised. Questions asked should
include:

- Does the student exhibit behaviour difficultiesald week program, behaviour
training is wasted time.

- Can the child make suitable progress in the pro@réargray-area child as opposed
to a student required extensive learning assisjance

- Can this group of children be sorted into “workatpeded reading groups”?

Classroom teachers and principal must supportrbgram by dialoguing with parents and
communicating the benefits of the program. A ptimed list of students needs to be
created. Principals must confirm participatiorant® students will fail to show up,
replacements are required.

Program pre-meeting with parents must stress tiegptogram is limited in the number of
students it can enroll. Parents need to comntiatong their children attend daily and for
the duration of the Read and Rec’ program. Paregd to be aware of the expectations for
the program, all its routines and activities.

Have the Read and Rec’ teacher meet with the gaatits prior to the end of June to inform
them about the program and the fun activities artetp motivate them.

If a child does not attend the first two days @& grogram and an attempt has been made to
contact the home, be prepared to add children &await list to the program.

Each site must have an experienced lead teachersvihaharge. Although not always
possible, it is beneficial to have a lead teachao g from the host school and knows the
students and has had an opportunity to meet wétlstidents’ teachers. Teachers who have
just completed their teaching degree have provédretas effective as a second experienced
teacher. Other programs have found that volunersot work well.

Bring lead teachers together by the end of Mayfoollaborative meeting to connect and
network.

Continue to monitor the students involved to seakafe are long term benefits.
